Special Classes

This year we are introducing 3 new Special Classes. Our aim is to
recognize dedicated breeders, and our best stud dogs and brood bitches
that have contributed to the wonderful quality of our breed.

Breeders Team

This event is open to a group of 4 Chihuahuas of the same prefix (bred by

the same person). They must be at least 6 months old, and they do not ne ed
to be owned by the breeder. All 4 Chihuahuas must be entered in the

ordinary conformation classes at the National. It is recommended that each
dog has a separate handler.

If there are too many teams to be safely or easily accommodated in the ring,

then the competition will be split into heats with the final held immediatel y
after the last heat. This would ensure that the ring is not overcrowded, and

that there are enough handlers available.

If the competition is split into heats, then each breeder may nominate one

team that they do not wish to compete against in the first round as they will
be sharing handlers. Where possible we will accommodate such requests,
but no guarantees can be made.

This is the first time there has been a Best Breeder competition for our breed
at a National. We believe in the quality of  Chihuahuas bred in this country
and this competition is the ideal way to showcase the pride we have in our
pedigree dogs.
